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1-DISTRICT PROFILE SIMDEGA

1.1- INTRODUCTION

Simdega District is situated in the southwestern part of the state of
Jharkhand. It borders with Orissa and Chhattisgarh states. It
comprises of the area, which was erstwhile the Simdega Subdivision of
the district Gumla and was created on 30th April 2001. The district is
situated between 200 10 min. to 200 40 min. north latitude and 840 O
min. to 840 34 min. east longitude. It consists of ten blocks/Circles
namely Simdega, Kurdeg, Bolba, Thethaitangar, Kolebira, Bano,

Jaldega, Pakartanr, Bansjore and Kersai.

There was three Assembly Constituencies in the District 70-
Simdega(ST), 71-Kolebira(ST) and 59-Torpa(ST). Simdega assembly
segment consists of 70-Simdega AC Pakartand, Simdega, Kurdeg,
Kersai and Palkot block of Gumla. 71-Kolebira constituency consists of

five Block — Kolebira, Jaldega, Bansjor, T.Tangar and Bolba.
The Block Bano of Simdega belongs to the 59-Torpa(ST) Assembly

Constituency. As far as the Parliamentary Constituency is concerned

the entire district is part of the 11-Kunti(ST) constituency.
1.2- HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

In the ancient days Simdega was known by the name of Biru-
Kaishalpur pargana, which was reigned by Raja Katangadeo. After his
demise Maharaja Shivakarna subjugated it. Munda and Kharia tribes
entered into this part in 1441 A.D and Oraon tribe settled here in about
1503 A.D from Rohtas. For some time it was part of the Kalinga
Empire and subsequently in 1336 A.D Harideo of Gang dynasty (Ganga
Vanshi Gajapati Royal Family of Kalinga-Utkala Empire, Orrissa) was
made king of Biru. The Ancestors of Royal family still resides at Biru.

At present Biru is situated at a distance of about 11 km from District
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headquarter, Simdega. Ganga Bishun Rohilla was famous freedom
fighter from Simdega. The population of Simdega district according to
2001 Census is 514320 residing in 100049 households. Urbanization is
very poor with 6.6 per cent population only and Simdega is the only
town in the district. The room density in urban area is more as 6.6 per
cent of the urban population resides in the 5.9 per cent households.
The landscape is formed of hills and undulating platue. In the district
1194.50 sq. km areas are covered with forest Simdega district is
primarily settled by the Scheduled Tribes with 70.2 per cent population,
which is the highest among all the districts of Jharkhand closely
followed by Gumla district with 67.2 per cent ST population. Majority of
the STs belong to the Christian faith.

LOCATION AND AREA

The district which acquired the status of a separate district on
30th April, 2000, has a close linkage with the parent district Gumla.
Simdega is the administrative headquarter and the principal town of the
district. The district has derived its name from the abundance of

mountain and hillocks in the district.

GEOGRAPHY OF SIMDEGA DISTRICT :-

1.3- GEOGRAPHICAL LOCATION:

Simdega district is situated in the southwestern part of the state of
jharkhand. As far as its border is concerned it is surrounded by Gumla
district in the north, Ranchi and West Singhbhum in the east, Jashpur
district of Chattisgarh in the west and district sundargrah of orissa in
the south. The district is situated between 200 10 min. to 200 40 min.
north latitude and 840 O min. to 840 34 min. east longitude.



1.4- PHYSICAL ASPECTS:

Major parts of the geographical area of the district are formed of red
laterite acidic soil. Upland has generally covered by morum and stone.
The landscape is formed of hills and undulating plateau. The
inhabitants of this area depend primarily on agriculture and forest
products for their livelihood. Almost 90% of the total population
depends on agriculture. The main crop of this area is paddy; millets,
mustard, Niger and maize are also quite popular. Wheat, gram, pea,
soya beans, groundnut etc. are also being cultivated. Total cultivated
land is about 134024 hect, out of which only 16367-hect is irrigated.
The agriculture is mainly depended on rainwater. The main forest

products are mahuwa, chironjii, lah, kendu leaves,jack fruit,black berry

etc.
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1.5- DEMOGRAPHY

The population of Simdega district according to 2011 Census is
599813. Simdega is primarily a rural district with 94% of the total
population living in the rural areas. Urbanization is very poor with 6.6
per cent population only living in urban areas. Simdega is the only town
in the district. The room density in urban area is more as 6.6 per cent
of the urban population resides in the 5.9 per cent households.
Simdega district is primarily settled by the Scheduled Tribes (ST) with
70.2 per cent population, which is the highest among all the districts of
Jharkhand closely followed by Gumla district with 67.2 per cent ST
population. Majority of the tribal population in the district belongs to
Christian faith, making the district a minority concentrated district. In
addition to this there are about 3% of Muslims minorities as well. About
8% of the population consists of Scheduled Castes (SC) and the
remaining population constitutes other caste Hindus. Major tribal
groups in the district are Oraons, Kharia, and Mundas etc. A few
families belonging to the Primitive Tribal group like Asur, Birhor etc are

also living in the district.

1. RAMREKHA DHAM -

Ramrekha Dham is a holy site which is about 28km from Simdega. The
place is where Mata Sita and Laxman lived for some time when Lord
Rama spent his 14 years of Banwas.

A few architectural structures of the Ramrekha dham are Agni kund,
Charan paduka, Sita chulha and Gupt Ganga. A mela is organised here

every year during Kartik Purnima.
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RAMREKHA (KAIRBERA)
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Ram rekha dham is the holy place
which is about 26 K.M from simdega
H.Q. People says during 14 years
BANWAS period lord Sri Rama, Mata
Sita and Laxman had visited this place
and lived here for some time. Some
archeological structures like agni
kund, charan paduka ,sita chulha,
gupt ganga @ etc. shows that
during BANWASperiod they followed
this path. People visited Ram rekha
dham to view these archeological
structures and temple of lord Rama,
Maa Sita , Laxman, Hanumana and
Lord Shiva which lies in a bowed cave .
Every Year on Kartik Purnima a Mela
is organised here. People from different
states and of all community come here

and pray to GOD for their happiness.



2. DHANGADDI - Dangadi is a lovely scenically place. It is situated in
block Bolba. A beautiful waterfall attracts the visitors. It is developed as
picnic spot.

3. KELAGHAGH DAM

Kelaghgh dam is the most beautiful dam on Chhinda river in Simdega.
It is situated ata distance of 4 km from district. H.Q .The lovely
waterdam is surrounded by multiple hills which attracts tourists very
much. The district administration is providing the facility of motor
boating and parasailing. There is a plateau in Kelaghagh dam where
a small and beautiful park exists. At Kelaghagh dam the construction of
hotel is going on where the tourists can avail the lodging and fooding
facility. Simdega Notified area committee is making supply of

drinking water to simdega town from kelaghagh dam.
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4. KETUNGA DHAM -

Ketunga Dham situated in Bano
Block is very important historical
place . The archeological survey of
India points out this place as the Land
Of Buddha Period. At Ketunga
Dham many statue of Buddha
were found. It is said that King
Ashoka(MOURYA EMPEROR)

established these statues while

returning to Patliputra after Kalinga

war.

5. BHANWAR PAHAR -

Bhanwar Pahar is in Kolebira Block. Here lots of Black bees(Bhanwara)
found and it is said Bhanwar Pahar due to this. In ancient age these

flies were used as the soldiers.

It is very similar to Himachal Pradesh. A flower of GULAITCHI on the

small hill is nature's gift to villagers living in the small houses on the

hill. A small Natural pond exists in between the stones on the hill. It is
surprising to see the pond full of water in all seasons. Looking the
ground from the top of the small hill is a great feeling. One can feel the

natural airconditioning system inside the cave on Bhanwar Pahaar.

6. BANDURGA -
Bandurga is the holy place of Goddess of SHAKTI, DEVI DURGA and
siyuated in Bolba Block. Here people come and pray to Devi Durga for

their happiness. This place is also a natural picnic spot.

7. MAZAR OF ANJAN PEER SAHEEB -

Mazar of Anjaam Peer Saheeb is inside the premise of Kolebira police
station .This is a great symbol of harmony, Social Policing and perhapes
a single example of Mazar inside a Police Station. Every Year Uras Mela

is organised here and people of all community prays for peace.
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8. TINGINA -
Tingina can be said the ASHOK VATIKA of Simdega. Here no other trees

except Ashoka Tree exists. It is a great gift of nature to the villagers of

Tingina in Jaldega Block.
